HOT AIR FROM THE PRESIDENT

One of the basic golden rules we should all live with is 'be nice to your neighbour’ and for radio ama-
teursit has always been important. Oursis quite often a visible hobby with the tower, the beams and
the dipoles displayed quite prominantly at our QTHs and there has been alot written about the trials
and tribulations of concerned neighbours, demanding planning boards or municipal councils.

With the emergence of many new techologies however, this rule may become even more critical. Most al of you have
read some articles about BPL (Broadband Over Power Line) and the threat for increased noise all across the bands.
Evenif your local power company doesn't have any plans for BPL you may still find significant challenges with some of
your neighbour's plans to move to the new ‘wired household'.

A recent article in the New Y ork Times discussed several of the different alternative for connecting all the myriad de-
vices that will eventually want to communicate together or talk across the net. One of these options is the 'HomePlug
Powerline Alliance' standard HomePlug 1.0 that is intended to use electrical wiring in the hometo carry data. Any de-
vice plugged into an outlet would be connected. There are hopes that an advanced version of this standard called
HomePlug AV will be used to become the industry standard for home-entertainment networks.

Of course there are other aternatives being explored using coax or ultrawideband (UWB) wireless or combinations of
al of the above. That's where the good neighbour part is going to comein. If any of this comes to passin your immedi-
ate vicinity, it will be very important to be on good terms with your neighbour so you can assist him in minimizing any
interference, if and when it might occur. It also means working with your neighbour to ensure your signal isn't interfer-
ing with his systems and being able to assist in troubleshooting any interference problems he might be having.

Evenif there aren't any technical reasons, it’sjust nicer to be nice.
